While refunds are not available other than as outlined in this policy, substitutions will be
allowed as long as the original registrant, or responsible adult, is able to locate an eligible
participant who is able to take the slot and as long as the original registrant, or responsible adult,
communicates this information to the Regional office. The Region will not be responsible in
assisting in identifying a substitute. Notification should be provided to the Regional Office as soon
as possible and any substitute must complete the necessary paperwork prior to arrival at the event.
